Interested individual musicians, at least 18 years old, who play strings, wind, brass instruments, harp and piano at an
intermediate or higher level (no beginners, please) may apply as well as pre-formed groups. We are also encouraging
interested baroque instrumentalists to apply. Groups and repertoire will be assigned according to level and preference
and coaches matched with ensembles. Mallarmé coaches will include Carol Chung, violin;
Elaine Funaro, harpsichord; Tom Warburton, piano and Michael Cyzewski, clarinet.

Ensembles will meet for one and 1/2 hours, two times per week, for six weeks from September 14 to October 30.
One day each week a professional coach will assist the group, and the other day will be devoted to working as an
ensemble without the coach. A final gathering organized by Mallarmé will offer an opportunity to perform for each
other and friends.

The schedule and location for each group will be determined to accommodate members’ schedules once groups are
formed. If necessary, Mallarmé will assist groups in finding rehearsal space in venues such as the Croasdaile
Retirement Village, The Cedars of Chapel Hill and the Durham Arts Council.
